SAI and BHI Referral Triage Guidelines
The ACCs will receive the referral and triage the client to the correct program track, SAI or BHI, by choosing one of the following criteria:

· If the client has one or more positive responses to questions 8-12 and no positive responses to questions 1-7,( The ACC will select “SAI” in the referral screen.   (All SAI clients will obtain an assessment UDS.)
· If the client answered “yes” to one or more questions between 1-7 ( The ACC will select “BHI” in the referral screen.   (BHI clients will not be sent for an assessment UDS.)
· If the client answered “yes” to questions between 1-7 and 8-12 ( The ACC will select “BHI” in the referral screen.   (All co-occurring clients will be designated “BHI” and will not get an assessment UDS.)
· If the Screening Tool was sent with no questions answered, the ACC should look on the WFNJ-125 referral form to see if “substance use” or “mental health” was selected, if substance use was selected, the ACC will select “SAI,” if mental health was selected, the ACC select “BHI.”  If both substance use and mental health are selected, or if both were left blank, the ACC will have to ask the referring caseworker if the client should be designated as SAI or BHI. 

As always, ACCs will follow the same procedures for positive responses to questions #6, #6a., or #7. These clients must be given a same-day assessment appointment, when possible.  These clients will be designated as “BHI.”
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
